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TOLCTC Tree Care Recommendations

(For if you live outside Portland.)
· Measure the rootball first. Buy a pot that has an inside diameter only an inch or two larger than the diameter of your rootball. Line the pot with two garbage bags. Fold the tops of the bags over the rim of the pot. Put a bunch of rags or towels in the bag, make like a socket, the cloth higher on the sides.  Place another garbage bag over the cloth. Lower the rootball into the bag.
· Get the tree to stand straight.

· If it comes tied up with string, cut the tie-up string. Shake the tree and use your hands like a comb to let loose needles shed.

· Put a coaster under the pot. (Like a bath mat, doormat, upside down plastic garbage can lid or cardboard.)

· Slid your tree inside your home. The coaster helps you slide it.

· Keep your cool tree cool man. Choose a spot for your tree in your home away from heat vents. Turn heat down when you're not home for awhile to 50 or 60 degrees. (If you like a 72 degree home always or if you have a wood-stove don't get a potted tree- the tree will dry out.)
· Don't use the thumb size lights, the pencil erasure size lights are perfect.

· Use any decorations except tinsel or flock (the fake snow spray).
· The pots are unsightly so wrap something Christmassy around it.

· We would love photos of your decorated tree, (with smiling people in the photo)! Each year, we post photos sent in by our customers. We would love yours to be on our website next year so email it to us please!

· Slide your tree outside your home the day after New Years. Tip water out of the bag/pot.
· Print and draw on our artists landscape! Start a new tradition and draw a tree each year and add size to your other drawn trees to make them bigger. Then after a few years of renting trees you can see a landscape with trees on it. The artists landscape is near the top of the Media page of our website.

· Provide your planter our planting recommendations (on the buyer/planter page of our site) so your tree has better odds of survival.

· Visit your tree after it`s planted, if possible.
