Getting / returing in your vehicle
· You don`t need a pickup truck, van or hatchback. It is easiest for you if you have a car with a trunk. Otherwise a pickup, truck, van or hatchback works fine. But a car with a trunk is best.
· Bring a string to tie the trunk down. If you bring a car with a trunk, you will need to bring a string to tie the trunk down. And bring a towel to use as a sling to carry your tree in.

· If you bring a pickup truck, van or hatchback bring; a couple things to put on the sides of the pot so it doesn`t roll (like two bricks). Bring a tarp or sheet to catch needles that fall off. And bring a towel to use as a sling to carry your tree in.

· The location we are at isn`t nice with Christmas tree lights, hot coco and cookies. It`s just an empty lot with our Uhaul truck full of trees.

· The lot is near NE Fremont Street and MKL Blvd,(Hwy 99). It’s about a mile from downtown Portland, a mile north of the convention center. After you order we’ll email you the details. There’s a chance we’ll have you meet one of our delivery trucks if one is near you when you want to get it.

· We load it for you. It takes about 5 minutes. You don’t have to get out of your vehicle.

· You’d get your tree when it’s convenient for you, between 12/12 and 12/15. We’ll give you our cell number in an email. We’re busy with trees during those dates so when you call we’ll be ready.

· It is easy with two people. A strong  guy can handle one ok though. They weigh around 70 pounds. The hard part is getting it out of the vehicle. 

· When you get home, you will prepare the pot and put the tree in it. We’ll tell you how when we see you.
· If you choose to return your tree in your vehicle, it’d be the same location and in the first week of January. We’re busy 1/2 through 12/10 so whenever you want to. We’d email you to remind you.
